1) An ac7ve user profile on CRNZ Paddler Portal 
2) Residen7al address 
3) 2x forms of Iden7fica7on (ie Passport and Drivers 

License) or an ac7ve RealMe account

In this email you will receive a link to CVCheck

2) Order the police vet (It will say $0 as you have 
already paid on the CRNZ Paddler Portal) 

 
 
 

3) Enter your personal details and the addi7onal details sec7on 
 
 
4) Complete the Addi7onal Details Sec7on -> Press save and 

con7nue 
 
 

5) Check the sharing of results  
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6) Read and complete the 
consent sec7on 

 
 

7) Review your order 
 
 
 

8) Iden7fica7on Verifica7on 
a. You will have a choice between using RealMe or Standard ID Verifica7on 

 
We recommend the standard ID Document Verifica4on unless you already have a RealMe ID 
 

 
 
 
 
 

9) Upload two forms of ID.  
 

a) One Category A

Once you have completed and submiZed all your informa7on the Police Ve:ng check will 
be requested from NZ Police.  
 
Your request will take a variable amount of item and will be automa7cally updated on 
CVCheck and on the CRNZ Paddler Portal.  
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Your Police Ve)ng Status - CVCheck 

 
There are two places where you can check the status of your Police Ve:ng 
 

1) CVCheck 
 

You can always log into your CVCheck 
account to check the status of your police 
vetting.  

 
2) CRNZ Paddler Portal 

 
 
 
Your CVCheck result will show up 
in the CRNZ Paddler Portal as a 
Credential. 

 
 
 
 
If there was no information released your Police 
Vetting Credential will show Active 
 

 
If there was information released your Police Vetting 
and CRNZ are assessing the information it will show 
Pending Approval 
 
If there was information released your Police Vetting 
and CRNZ decide to decline approving your credential 
will show Cancelled 
 
 
If your Police Vetting is out of date it will show Expired 
 
 
 
Note: When you pay for your Police vetting a Police Vetting Request will appear on your 
profile. This is NOT your result. This is just a request credential to tell you your status of the 
CV Check. Your status will show either: 

- Submitted Pending Completion -> Application needs to be completed in CV Check.  
- Complete (Under Review) -> Application is being 

processed with information being released. 
- Complete (Passed) -> Application is processed.  
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Police Ve)ng Informa6on  

 
If you want to share your police ve:ng status to an organisa7on outside of CRNZ you are 
able to by logging in and comple7ng the share prompts.
